MESSAGE FROM CENTRE FOR FAMILY AND HUMAN RIGHTS
C-FAM
This is a word of encouragement to those in Nairobi Stefano Gennarini.
I wanted to share a couple of thoughts ahead of the festivities.

1. Don't let them say anything bad about us

We pro-lifers and pro-family people have a bullseye on us. Our enemies want
to discredit us. I encourage all of you to be loud and visible in the streets and
public media but to be above all peaceful. By doing this it will be the UNFPA
conference that will be discredited.

All the UNFPA wants is for one pro-life and pro-family protesters to be vio-
lent or to shout obscenities just so they say that anyone who is pro-life or pro-
family is a bigot and violent. I expect there will be counter-protesters. So re-
sist provocations. Sing Christian hymns in response to any outrage or vio-
lence. Don't respond in kind. And remind anyone attending the parallel con-
ference about this repeatedly.

2. Reverse Cultural Marxism

I would urge all those who are inside the official UNFPA conference to work
together on a daily basis to make sure all relevant conference sessions are
covered. The most important thing is to be there and witness exactly what
they are doing, in order to denounce it publicly and counter it as best we can
through our governments. That is why they kept so many of us out. They are
afraid of accountability. So we need to give them just that.

It is also very important to be loud and be vocal in official UNFPA events and
to repeatedly say things like "abortion is not an international right", "children
need to be protected from the sexual and reproductive health industry", and
"The UNFPA should not present the outcome of this conference as normative
guidance for itself or the UN system." It is a sort of reverse cultural marxism
if you will. the point is to both encourage other diplomats who are sympathet-
ic to our side and to deter politicians and UN bureaucrats with the prospect of
political criticism and oversight.

3. A couple of talking points on the substance
Based on the final Nairobi Commitments, the capstones of the UNFPA con-

ference will be to (a) promote a humanitarian right to abortion (Commitment
12) and access to sexuality education, (b) free access to SRH services for
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adolescents without parental consent. (Commitment 4), and (c) expand the
notion of "sexual and reproductive health" to include LGBT issues (Footnote
XII on Lancet/Guttmacher commission). Here are two objections that you can
voice if you have the opportunity:

Commitment 12 is dangerous for humanitarianism because it makes abortion
the default response to rape in humanitarian situations, with the consequent
risk that humanitarian groups and victims of rape will feel pressure to abort.
Moreover, UN entities are actually undermining the right of conscientious
objection.

Commitment 4 is dangerous for adolescents, even aside from moral consider-
ations about abortion and the type of promiscuity that UN sexuality education
promotes. Giving adolescents access to powerful drugs and dangerous proce-
dures can have deadly side-effects. Parents won't even know what is happen-
ing to their child unless parental consent is required before they can access
drugs and procedures.

Footnote XII on Lancet/Guttmacher commission implicitly expands the no-
tion of "sexual and reproductive health" to include LGBT issues that are not
consensual internationally.

I'll leave you with these thoughts. I will be supporting Lisa remotely and hap-
py to assist any of you as needed. You are in our prayers.
